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Structure Governance & Management

Constitution

The Charity was established in July 1991 through a Deed of Trust at the same time the Trust was granted charitable status by the Inland Revenue.

Appointment of Trustees
The management committee which normally meets on a monthly basis are the charity’s trustees.  Membership of the management committee is open to transplant patients, renal unit patients and family members.  Trustees are appointed at the Annual General Meeting which is normally held in June.  Under the trust deed at least 50% of the trustees plus one must be in attendance for the meeting to be quorate.

Management
The trustees are responsible for the strategic direction and governance of the charity.  There are no paid employees.  
Objectives & Activities

Charitable purposes
To advance the health of the public and to relieve those suffering from illness or disease by promoting and providing for a) public awareness of organ retrieval and the benefits of transplantation surgery and b) the creation of an organ donor register and c) the support of patients who have received a transplant or waiting for a transplant.

Activities
Our main activities are in the promotion of the Organ Donor Register, promoting the benefits of transplant surgery and organising the Tayside and North Fife team participating in the National Transplant Games.  We also provide support to patients from the Renal Unit

Achievements & Performance
During the year we have attended a number of events to encourage the public to sign up to the Organ Donor Register. 
REVIVAL assisted in the organisation of a conference for Renal Unit Patients.

The main achievement during the year was to support National Transplant Week.  We look forward to the Scottish Governments proposals for a soft opt out system of organ donation being introduced.
Financial Review

Our main source of funding is donations from the public and fund raising activities.
Our main expenditure each year is in respect of promotional material for our campaigns.
Receipts on the unrestricted fund were £176 (2019 £1048).  Payments for the year were £1335 (2019 £1249)   The deficit for the year was £1159 (deficit for 2019 £201) and was taken from reserves. 
Reserves Policy

The trustees` policy is to maintain reserves sufficient to cover major campaigning activities and to cover the costs of entry to UK Transplant Games. At this point in time the reserve funds are sufficient for these purposes.

Plans for Future Periods

Our plans for the future are to continue to promote the Organ Donor Register, monitor the progress of the “opt out” organ donation system in Wales and take part in consultations on the proposed soft opt out system of organ donation in Scotland.  We also hope to enter a team for the 2020 Transplant Games
